On January 12, 2010 a magnitude 7.0 earthquake struck just outside of Port-
au-Prince, the capital city of Haiti. It is currently believed that more than
230,000 people were killed as a direct result of the earthquake and over one
million are displaced, making Haiti the largest refugee camp in the world.

What Will It Cost? Insurance Due

The fee of $675 covers food, lodging and ground transportation in Haiti. Practical preparatory
materials, an experienced on-site facilitator and complete logistical coordination are also
included.

Passport/Travel Documents

Haiti requires a passport valid for at least 6 months. A visa is not required for entry. FEIl )
requires each team member to carry a travel insurance policy that will cost approximately $20- %
25 per person.

Preparation

As soon as Forward Edge receives completed applications, we’ll send you a team pack: T-shirt,
training materials and information about Haiti. Please note: FEI strongly recommends that each
team member checks with his or her doctor before embarking. We recommend current shots
for Tetanus and Typhoid and medication for Malaria. Team members may also want to
consider vaccinations for Hepatitis A & B, Meningitis or HINI. Again consult with
your physician for the most up to date immunization recommendations.
