Before You Go
Passport and Visa: For entry into Uganda, a US

passport and Ugandan visa (purchased 30 days

prior to arrival) are required. If you already have

a passport, please be sure that the expiration

date is at least six months past the date of your

departure from Uganda.

Immunizations: The government of Uganda

requires all visitors obtain a yellow fever

vaccination to enter the country. Please consult a

personal physician or travel clinic for further

recommendations.

Accommodations & Travel: In Uganda, you will

be staying at a safe and secure guest house.

Towels and linens will be provided.

Excursion/Cultural Day: Team members will visit

a Cultural Center.
